


SETUP

Each player draws a hand of 2 adjective and 2 noun cards. Then
both players find a board in the archive and place it in front of them.

The judge (or judges) put 1 adjective card and 1 noun card on the
center table face-up to make an adjective + noun statement.

The judge(s) pick the most confident player to go first.

PLAY

On your turn: play 1 of your cards on top of a card of the same type
to make a new adjective + noun statement. Then draw a card
(you should always have 4 cards in your hand).

The judge(s) decide which of the two boards best embodies the
new statement. The decision of the judge(s) is final.

If the judge(s) select your board, fold your winning board.
Leave it on your table and find another board in the archive.

The player whose board was not picked starts a new turn
by playing a new card.

WINNING

The first player to fold 3 boards wins. Try 4 or 5 for a longer game.

After the game, the winner decides who must clean up the cards and
put away all of the boards.
